What i1s Kyo-yuzen?

Kyo-yuzen is yuzen-dyeing practiced in Kyoto.

Yuzen-dyeing was devised about 300 years ago during the Edo period, based on
designs created by the painter of fans, Miyazaki Yuzensai.

The application of fine lines of paste effectively prevents adjoining colors from mixing,
and made possible the expression of precise, multicolored patterns. During the Meiji
era, around the end of the 19th century, stencil yuzen-dyeing applied with stencil
paper was developed. Today, yuzen-dyeing includes various dyeing techniques.
